AEGIS Safety-Duplication Agreement - [Short Model]
This Safety-Duplication Agreement (SDA) is entered into and executed by the depositing institution [Name of institution] (hereinafter referred to as the Depositor) and the receiving institution [Name of Institution] (hereinafter referred to as the Recipient). 
I. Purpose

The purpose of this Agreement is to facilitate, within the framework of “A European Genebank Integrated System” (AEGIS), the implementation of the safety-duplication of accessions that are included in the European Collection with the aim of placing the details of the safety-duplication arrangement on record.

II. Statements of the Agreement

i. Of relevance for the Recipient
§1
The Recipient accepts the responsibility of conserving ex situ under [please provide the temperature regime of the coldstore(s)], as a “black box” arrangement within its storage facilities at [insert location of storage facilities], a sub-set of the “European Collection” (AEGIS sub-set) to be delivered by the Depositor.

§2
The AEGIS sub-set will be stored in accordance with standard Recipient procedures, which are in accordance with internationally recognized standards and agreed AEGIS technical standards, i.e. under similar or better conditions than the original.
§3
In the case of vegetatively propagated material, the Recipient agrees to provide suitable environment and management conditions for the field, in vitro or cryopreserved AEGIS sub-set, in accordance with the agreed AEGIS standards. 

§4
The Recipient will not open sealed boxes containing deposited seed and will not use, test, regenerate or distribute any seed or vegetative material from this AEGIS sub-set to any third party without a written consent of the Depositor.

§5
The cost of storing this AEGIS sub-set will be covered by sources administered by the Recipient.

§6
In a situation of emergency all measures will be taken by the Recipient to maintain the safe storage of the deposited material.

§7
The Recipient shall inform the Depositor in a timely fashion of any event that may affect the integrity of the deposited material, including any projected change in the location of the safety deposit, and shall consult with the Depositor regarding measures to mitigate such effects.

§8
In case of accidents or any other event that may inflict upon the viability, germinability, or availability of the deposited germplasm material, the Recipient will not be liable to pay any damages to the Depositor, unless such damage results from an act of malfeasance or negligence on the part of the Recipient.

§9
In the event of any damage caused by malfeasance or negligence on the part of the Recipient, the liability of the Recipient shall be limited to the costs of packaging and shipping of new samples, and shall not include costs of regeneration of the germplasm, or costs for other conservation-related activities.

§10
The Recipient will return specified accessions to the Depositor upon their request as soon as possible but no later than three months after the request.
ii. Of relevance for the Depositor
§11
The Depositor is responsible for all seed management activities (threshing, drying, packing, germination tests, etc.).
§12
For each deposited accession of the AEGIS sub-set, the Depositor accepts to deliver the recommended number of quality seeds, in vitro or cryo propagules or vegetative clones according to AEGIS crop-specific guidelines. All shipments shall be accompanied with a Phytosanitary Certificate issued by the Plant Quarantine Service in the country of the Depositor.

§13
The Depositor further accepts the responsibility of supplying the Recipient with an inventory of each shipment of samples for deposit and will flag the duplicated accessions in EURISCO in the respective field and using the standard procedure of uploading data in EURISCO. 
§14
Costs pertaining to the packaging and shipping of the Deposited Materials shall be borne by the Depositor.
§15
Decisions regarding the inclusion or removal of accessions from the AEGIS sub-set will be taken by the Depositor within the scope defined in Section I. Purpose.

iii. Of relevance for both the Recipient and the Depositor
§16
