e Initial focus on lettuce and spinach

e Nomination of AEGIS accessions by WG members
e Availability of seed

e Reliability of passport data
e Avoidance selection of internal duplicates
e Integration of info from WG members
e Indentification duplication groups, choice of MAA’s

" Current status
e WG LV: data from 5 collections integrated
e Many other WG’s also struggling with
the selection of MAA's
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Germany: alternative strategy

" Selection of material by individual countries

® Selection criteria
e Material originating from the country in question

e Material collected from other countries by the country in question
e Material collected by foreign missions and donated to the country in question
e Material not conserved by other genebanks

" Final decision by national coordinator

® Future role of the WG?
e Provide feedback on national selections

e Improve the composition of the European collection
- Check for duplicates among AEGIS accessions after integration of the national selections
- Nominate additional MAA’s among the remaining, non-selected accessions
- Identify serious collection gaps (and explore possibilities to fill gaps)
* Coordinate the removal of regeneration backlogs of unique material
* Coordinate the acquisition of novel material
